	Schedule Information and Basics

6 am - 12 am (approximate): 1-2 Apprentices on duty, supervised by Instructor.  
Within a seven-day week Practicum,  each Apprentice typically serves:

· 2-3 days (in PAL House for a single 9 hr. shift) 
· 2 days (in PAL House for the entire day)

· 1-2 days cross-training* (assisting in other areas) 
· 1 day off

* Cross-training allows the Apprentices to get to know the workings of the camp, to meet staff and campers, and to give other students an opportunity to be one of the primary nurses.  There is adequate time to walk, to study, to attend meals in the main Lodge, and to fully enjoy the camp experience.



Housing: The CedarS Camps’ ability to meet apprentices’ housing needs is a factor in granting acceptance into the program.  Christian Science nurses (both apprentices and JLNs) are specialists; we are lovingly provided for, yet the primary emphasis is not on us.  Just as in a private duty nursing case, we must resolve to “fit in” and not make more work for the other specialists.  There are many different housing possibilities; apprentices typically share a bedroom and bathroom with 2-3 other specialists (dormitory-style).          Do you have special needs?  Apprentices are not employees of CedarS Camps or of Glenmont and receive no remuneration.  The Christian Science Nurses interact with campers, counselors, & staff (within camp guidelines), teach Sunday School, and assist in other ways as needed.  

In past summers, Christian Science Nurses have gone with campers on outings and camp-outs, served as drivers for staff on the Staff Day-Off, and worked as needed in the Kitchen, Housekeeping, Laundry, and Maintenance departments.  

There are various opportunities to join with other adult “specialists” during time-off to walk, swim, ride horses, do crafts, the ropes courses, and participate in other activities. (Activities vary, depending upon the week you are enrolled.)  
Acceptance into the course is contingent upon the your ability and agreement to:
· Live up to the Manual by-law for the Christian Science nurse,
· Be a team member: flexible, even-tempered, inventive, & willing and able to put the needs of the campers and staff before a personal sense of “self,”  

· Work individually and collectively to contribute to the class/camp experience of the other apprentices, campers, other specialists, and staff. 
· Be able to be active physically, functioning in an active environment, working outdoors as necessary,

· Be responsible for the course tuition fees.
